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SUPERIOR GENERAL'SMESSAGE:

Often the transcendence of God — His eternal majesty
and supremacy - is overstressed and His almighty sovereignty
is well-focused. This attitude can make God unrecognizable,
impersonal, faceless, formidable, unapproachable and almost
anonymous. This will result in the practice of extreme penance
and mortifications and adversely affect our thoughts and
relationship with God. Piety will be reduced to appeasement
and we may do many things in order to escape the wrath of
God. Consequently we may concentrate on the divine justice
and expect punishments for the sins we commit and forget
the mercy and love of God. St. Therese is a revolutionary
saint who challenged this view and focused on a God who
defined Himself as Love. She believed more in the immanence
of God who came down to be with the people - Emmanuel. St.
Therese wrote: “Jesus does not descend from heaven daily in
order to remain in a golden ciborium, but to find another heaven,
the heaven of our souls in which He takes his delight.” This
view will enable one to have a closer intimacy with God and
absolute trust in Him which will result in a child-like surrender
and relationship with Him. This will help also to understand the
nature of God as Love and Mercy, leading to the skill of
speaking the language of mercy.

Mercy is the second name of love and all justice must
be based on this love. Authentic justice flows from love.
Mercy is the source of justice and as a result, mercy conditions
justice so that justice serves love. St. Therese, the Doctor of
the Church, has a message to teach us that a world without
mercy and forgiveness would become a world of cold and
unfeeling justice. Selfishness would corrupt the society into a
system of oppression of the weak by the strong, a world of
division, segregation and unending strife. Mere justice is

0
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impotent to transform the world. So we need a God of mercy,
for mercy confers on justice a new content - a content expressed
in forgiveness. When mercy reigns, there will flow compassion,
pity, generosity and tender-heartedness. Only the love that is
mercy is capable of restoring men and women to themselves.
That is why God reveals himself to us as mercy. Mercy is the
content of our intimacy, friendship and dialogue with God. At
the same time, we shall not go to the other extreme in the way
we take God’s mercy for granted and confuse it with justice,
acting as if we have a right to it. We shall not harbor a feeling of
entitlement, as if God owed us something. There is no question
of why before God - questions like why aren’t my prayers
answered when | and in the way | want? Why do good people
suffer? Why is my neighbor so much better off than | am?
Justice alone cannot adequately answer these questions. Only
love that is mercy can satisfy.

In this context, the teaching of St. Therese, the radically
new way of believing in God’s love for us and of responding
to that love is more relevant and apt. She helps us to see that
the justice of God consists in God’s giving us what we need to
satisfy God. Justice means receiving from God what we cannot
offer Him on our own merit without Him. It means seeking God
first in Jesus and letting God give us what we need to please
Him. St. Therese exclaims: “Lord, you know very well that never
would | be able to love my sisters as you love them, unless
you, O my Jesus, loved them in me. Your will is to love in me
all those you command me to love... For me to love you as
you love me, | would have to borrow your love.”

Let us learn this dimension of spirituality as St. Therese
understood and practiced, which made her the Doctor of the
Church. We wish you all a very HAPPY FEAST !

Researcheson thelife experiencesof the consecrated who
|eft the consecrated lifearescarcein Indiadueto their unwillingness
and unavailability for thestudy. But, research findingson the same
fromtheWest shed light on the characteristic featuresand persondity
traits of those priests and religious who were accused of sexual
misconduct intheir ministerial service. Their per sonality traits,
assignments, organizational and r elational dynamicsand their
theology of ministry have been found to be the predictors of
minigterid health or ministeria misconduct.

01. Minister

Theminister asindividual includesseverd internal factors
such asvariousstrenghtsand vulnerabilitiesthat influenceminister’s
overd| hedth and well-being. Minister’s psychosexua and spiritual
devel opment, various personality and characteristic featuressuch as
degree of entitlement, abusiveness, and compulsivity, and one's
theology of ministry arethe predisposing factorsof ministerid hedth/
ill hedlth.

A. Narcissism and Sexual Misconduct

Researchers(Dukro and Falkenhain, 2000; L othstein, 1999;
Friberg and L aaser, 1998; Benson 1994) noted narcissism (very
specialy entitlement, i.e., claimfor special treatment, reward, or
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privilege) as a factor in clergy sexual misconduct. Narcissistic
personality traitsare expressed in their psychological, spiritua and
sexud orientations.

Dynamicsof NarcissismintheMinistry
a. Psychological Dynamics

Basic Features. Self-focused, inflexible and maladaptive patterns
of entitlement, grandiosity, admiration, envy, low empathy, and
relational exploitativenes. Intimacy, for the narciss sts, meansbeing
admired or adored by others.

b. Spiritual Dynamics
Image of God: God is seen as an all-giving Father who
recognizestheir specialness, faithisviewed asamagical

entreaty.

I. Prayer Syle: Their focusisprimarily on petitionary prayer

rather than on praise or thanksgiving. Somemay clamto
have mystical experience that reinforces their sense of
specianess.

Spiritual Beliefs: They view vocationasa“call” from God
andasignof “being set gpart” that reinforcestheir belief in
their inherent specialnessand superiority.

Spiritual behavior and practices. Thepurposeof spiritua
activity is" self-worship” attracted to preaching and presiding
rolesinwhich they focusattention onthemsdvesand “work”
thecrowd.

Minister’'stheology of Ministry: How aminister views
his professional roleand responsibilities can haveagreat
operativeinfluence on hisjob performance, levelsof stress,
and general sense of well-being.
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Twotheological paradigmsof Ministry

“Doing” Paradigm: Minisiter’sattentionison action
andresults. Cdl tominigtry isapersona respongbility in
which theminister focuseson histalentsand energy in
serving others. Hismain task isto uphold established
policy and authority, maintain hierarchy and control and
preserve statusquo. For him, hishealth and well-being
isof secondary consideration.

“Being”’ Paradigm: Minister viewshiscall toministry
asacommitment to themodel of the Lord’ swholeness
through presence, discernment, mutuality, empowerment
and transformation. Minister’sown balanced life style
(action and contemplation) and mutual concern become
the mediathrough which the Kingdom comes about.
Doing springsfromthe” being” poleof existence. Action
flowsfrom contemplation.

Thefindingsof many sudiesaffirmthat theministers
whowereaccused of theminigterial misconduct believed
andliveda“ doing paradigm” of ministry. They prefered
“doing” to“being.”

vi. Ministry and Perfectionism

Another personality trait found among the problematic

ministerswas perfectionism. They shared thebelief inthe3‘ Os.”
Omnipotence, Omniscience and Omnipresence. Omnipotence:
They think that they must takerespongbility for everything and hence
findsit difficult to del egate decis on making power andtasksto others.
Omniscience: They should betotally competent, know everything,
thereisto know about their work.Omnipresence: They should be
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availableto thosethey serve 7 daysaweek, 24 hoursaday which
excludestimefor rest and recreation.

These 3 Os suggest godlike strivings, and these lead to
anxiety, depression, guilt, self-doubtsand chronic frustration. Their
assumptionsand beliefsabout ministry is*1 amcalled to be perfect.”
Theided of perfection may arisefrom ahedthy spiritudity or froma
pathologica inner compulsion. If it comesfromapurey psychologica
inner compulsion, itwill beinflexible, maadaptiveand dysfunctiond.

c. Sexual Dynamics

Sexual attitudesand beliefs: Sexua narcissismistheincapacity
for emotional intimacy because of |ow self-esteem, insecurity, and
dysfunctional beliefs about relationships. Yet, narcissists are
preoccupied with sex, have casual attitudestoward sex and possess
aninflated senseof their sexual skills.

Sexual behavior: They are preoccupied with clothing, physical
appearance, and sexua performance, and may or may not be auto
erotically focused. Insexud behavior, their concernisonly their own
sexud arousal, pleasure, and satisfaction.

Sexual misconduct: Sdf-judtification, senseof entitlement, coercion,
and cunning and expl aitative behaviorsare predisposng factorsvisble
inthesaxualy misconducting ministers.

B. Abusivepersonality

Case studies have shown that abusiveness is one of the
predisposing factorsin priest sexua misconduct. Thoughtheabusive
behaviorsare various (emotional, verbal, physical, spiritual and
sexua), the single unifying dynamic among them is the goal of
“achieving control over theway othersthink andfed. They aredways
preoccupied with control and exhibit an ongoing pattern of dominance
or the power of subjugation.
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02. Organizational Dynamics

Componentsof organizationa designthat are particularly
relevant in adiscussion of ministry, health, and impairment arerole
structure, power structure, and the normative structureand culture
of theorganization.

A. Rolestructure

It refersto the waysin which tasks and duties are stated,
organized, and all ocated among specific rolesin asetting. Person-
role conflict becomesevident insituationsinwhichtheminister’s
ideals come in conflict with organizational self-interest (the
Church’sway of functioning). Besides, roleambiguity, and lack of
clear feed back from therecipientsof one'sservicemakeit difficult
to achieveasense of psychologica and persona well-beingintheir
work.

B. Power Sructure

Researches show that individua swith high job demands
and littleor no decisional control over their work situation tend to
experience seriousmedica conditions, such asheart attacks, Strokes,
cancer, and psychiatric conditions, such asclinical depression, more
thanindividua swith highjob demandsbut moreactua or perceived
decisional control over their work situations. L ack of autonomy
and decisional control contribute to ministers’ sense of
hel plessness, stressand health problems.

C. NormativeSructure

Thenormative structure of the Church consistsof itsgoals,
norms, beliefs, and culture. It emphasizesits mission of serviceto
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othersrather thaninnovation, credtivity, risk taking, encouragement
of persona growth, pursuit of knowledgeetc.

D. Culture

It refersto the shared values, attitudes, beliefs, stories,
memories, ritual sand actionsthat characterize an organization. It
asoincludesthe norms, the organi zation’sunwritten policiesabout
what isand what is not acceptable. The culture reflects how the
membersmust think and are expected to think about specificissues
(cognitive), how membersmust feel and are expected to feel about
matters (emotiona) and how thingsareto be done (behavioral). To
theextent towhich ecclesia, clerical and episcopal culturesreflect
entitlement, denial, arrogance, alack of respect and accountability,
and self-absorption, these culturesfoster abusiveness.

03. Ministry Assignment

Specific demands and expectations related to a pastoral
assignment can account for considerable stress, depending on a
number of factors. Support systems, difficulty in delegating tasks
and saying ‘no,” hectic schedulewithout havingtimefor hobbies,
vacation and friendship and the resultant feelings of lonelinessand
isolationlead toministerial impairment.

04. Relational Dynamics

Thequdity and typeof therdationshipsintheminister’slife
can be predictive of theminister’soverall health and well-being as
well ashisor her tendency to engagein sexua misconduct. Meaningful
peer relationshipsrequireamore maturelevel of intimacy and of
psychosexual devel opment. Rossetti (1994) notesthat priestswho
engagein sexual conduct with minorstend to devel op relationships
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and enjoy spending timewith minorsrather thanwith age-gppropriate
peers.

A. Boundaries

Clear boundariesarehedthy and functiona whilerigidand diffuse
onesare consdered pathologica . Priests, particularly thosein parish
Settings, are expected to play multiplerolesand engagein complex
rel ationshipswith parishionersin whichinterpesonal boundariescan
be easily reached unlessthe priest is aware of that potential and
takesgppropriate stepsto diminish boundary confusion and safeguard
theintegrity of theseboundaries. Clear and hedthy boundariesrespect
the person’sprivacy, dignity and identity. Different kindsof abuses,
invasionof privacy, unholy touches, chats, lack of respectful distance,
revealing persona and delicate mattersto equate powers between
personswho are unequal in powersetc. are symptomsof diffused
boundary which predisposesaminister for the misconduct.

B. Power

Power includes responsibility, control, discipline, decision-
making, money, reward and privileges. Inaprofessiona relaionship,
such asminister-parishioner, the minister isaccorded with apower
differential dueto hisroleand status. Sexual abuseinvolvesboth
power and bourndary violation.

C. Intimacy

Trueintimacy requiresclear boundariesand equaly shared power;
abal ance between asense of autonomy with feglingsof belonging.
For thisreason, trueintimacy isseldom possblein aprofessional
r elationship. Relationshipsbecome problematic when transference
and countertransference are unrecognized and ineffectively handled.
Transferencerefersto the psychological dynamic of transferring
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feelings, behaviors, and expectationsfrom early life, parent-child
relationshipsto current relationships. Countertransferencerefersto
theminidiers trandferencecf their own early-lifefedingsinto apresent
relationship. For example, apriest’sintensefedingsof lonelinessand
sexud desirecan easily lead himto misinterpret an tractivewoman's
flattery asindicationsof her loveand desirefor him.

Tosumup, minister, organizationa dynamics, assgnment and
relational dynamics predict ministerial health or misconduct. In
particular, inflexibleand maladaptive patterns of entitlement, envy,
self-focus, low empathy, relational exploitativeness, abusive
personality, pathological perfectionism, compulsivity, ‘doing’
paradigm of ministry, lack of incapacity for celibateintimacy, person-
role conflict, high job demandsand little or no decisional control
over thework situation, maintainance of normative structureat the
expense of individual’s personal growth, ecclesial, clerical and
episcopal culturesof entitlement, denial, and arrogance, alack of
respect and accountability, self-absorption, fedingsof londinessand
isolation, rigid and diffused boundaries, and power violationarethe
predictorsof ministerial misconduct. Anintrospectioninto one's
devel opmental milestones and trajectories and the healing of the
‘wounds’ of the bygone ways and the healthy handling of the
dissonance between the present organi zational and cultural structure
and one'ssatisfactioninlifemay lessen theinfluenceand intensity of
the predisposi ng factors of theministerial misconduct.
